A Retreat in Santa Fe at the Intersection of Arts and Social Justice

Monday – Friday, August 23 – 27, 2010

RETREAT DESCRIPTION

Creative Change 2010 will bring together a diverse group of leaders—advocates, artists, media makers, organizers, and donors—linked by their commitment to transformative social change.  The goal of the gathering will be to connect, reflect, share ideas, and brainstorm innovative ways of inspiring and mobilizing support for social justice values and solutions with a focus on: 1) best practices at the intersection of arts and social change work; 2) collaboration across arts, culture, media, and advocacy; and 3) the role of new media, emerging technologies, and media policy in reaching new audiences in new ways.

SPONSORS
The Opportunity Agenda is pleased to recognize the generous support of the Ford Foundation, Nathan Cummings Foundation, Lambent Foundation, Time Warner Foundation, and Open Society Institute for this year’s Creative Change retreat.  New sponsorships of $2,500 - $10,000 are welcome to help further subsidize the travel and lodging costs of participants who would like to attend, but do not currently have the means.

RETREAT OVERVIEW
The format for Creative Change will include sessions that run approximately 8:30 am – 2:00 pm.  Afternoons and evenings will be set aside for informal discussion and group activities, meals, cultural excursions, and nature walks.  Sessions will focus on topics such as: integrating the arts, media and advocacy into social change strategies; contemporary aesthetic practice in visual and performing arts; evolution and successful uses of new media; access to media and media policy; storytelling; and case studies and best practices of integrating arts and culture work.  Sessions will include a mix of presentation, performance, multimedia, and group interactions.

All attendees at Creative Change will be asked to play an active role in the program which may include making a brief presentation on your work or a case study, suggesting small group discussion topics, and/or participation in small group discussions.  The success of the retreat counts on your active participation and presence. We ask that you commit to being present for the duration of the retreat.
DATES AND TRAVEL

Creative Change 2010 runs Monday, August 23 - Friday, August 27 in Santa Fe, New Mexico.  Guests should plan to arrive on Monday afternoon (4pm check in) and plan to depart after breakfast on Friday (11am check out).  We have a limited block of rooms booked at La Posada de Santa Fe.

If you are a member of the facilitation team, you should plan to arrive on Sunday, August 22 (4pm check in) because pre-work is planned for Monday, August 23.  If you have any questions about your arrival date, please check with Jason Drucker to confirm before you purchase your airline ticket or arrange transportation.
Participants will pay their own way to Albuquerque or Santa Fe, New Mexico.  At this point, flights to Albuquerque are much more reasonable than flying directly into Santa Fe, and seats are available on most carriers.  (American Eagle Airlines does currently operate three daily flights to Santa Fe from Dallas-Fort Worth. American Eagle Airlines also operates one daily flight serving Santa Fe to and from Los Angeles.)
We are in the process of arranging a reasonable shuttle cost from the airport to the hotel, which is included in the registration cost.  Based on available resources, we may be able to make modest grants to support the transportation costs of working artists and those individuals without institutional affiliations.  Please see the attached form to submit a request.

HOTEL AND LODGING

Our goal is to try to cover 100% of hotel expenses for working artists and staff at not-for-profit institutions. However, our budget assumes that individuals who work at for-profit institutions and foundations will be asked to pay the hotel fee directly. That rate is approximately $250 per night (including a resort fee and taxes) for a four-night stay.

We will arrange your lodging at La Posada de Santa Fe directly after you send us the registration form, and your credit card number will be used to hold your place.  Payment will be made on site.
VACATION

We encourage you to consider making your visit to New Mexico a vacation and extending your time there, but to do so after the retreat and not beforehand if you want to receive reasonable rates at La Posada de Santa Fe. The weekend before the retreat is “Indian Market Weekend,” our nation’s biggest Native American arts market and one of the busiest times in Santa Fe.  There are no reduced rates at La Posada for the days prior to the retreat.
